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Social Development Theories

Defining development as a planned change, the author -explicates development
process in terms of four master- theories, namely, structural-functional, diffusion,
conflict and behaviorism. Each theory is then concisely elaborated in terms of cause
of change, process of change and its effect on society of origin. For structural-
functional theory, sources of change can either bé from within or without causing
society to adapt itself to be more structural differentiation and thus more specialization
through muliple steps or stages. The chosen' diffusionist approach advocates innovation,
thus sources, of change from without, as the main factor producing a variety of
mobility toward modernity. Conflict theorists emphasize class struggle produced by
social structure, the end of which is classless society. The behavioral approach the
fina! conceptual framework presented, conceive of individuals as a major force in the
process of change or development. Man alone in this perspective is both the actor and
target ‘of the process, anything else’is secondary and the products of man.

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Tradition and Development in Fishing and Tourist Industries

natural .and planned. The author concludes :

1. If traditional beliefs and. practices have to be abandoned to make way for
economic development, the people in fishing and tourist industries will abandon tradition.

2. If traditional beliefs and. practices have to be abandoned to make way for
economic development, and further investment is also required, tradition will be
abandoned only when investment is possible.

3. If tradition does not interfere with economic practices, tradition will be
maintained..

Therefore, the author states further that there is no direct correlation between
the existence of traditional beliefs and practices and retardation of development. In
case of Thailand, the factor which played a very vital role in slowing-down develop-
ment may have been political and not cultural.

The Family Life Cycle of the Woman of Plainville, the United States of America

This study examines the family life cycle of the woman of Plainville through
the use of material collected by retrospective history- takmg, Five life cycle stages were
constructed and analyzed. Each stage was based on a major role the woman played
in their family cycle. Using mean demographic characteristics as the basis, the family
life cycle of ego women was compared with that of their ancestors. There were
significant differences between generations: ego women had fewer children, had their
last child earlier, had a shorter period of motherhood, and had longer periods of empty
nest and marriage than their ancestors did,
