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Abstract

This research aims at answering two basic questions : what is the context of the rise in liberal
democracy?, and why has people participation in leading democratic countries been decreasing significantly
in the last few decades? Research methods employed in this study are documentary analysis and

comparative history.

The research reveals that the context which gives rise to liberal democracy is the development of
the nation-state in Western Europe during the nineteenth century and the first half of twentieth century.
After World War I, these liberal democratic states fought the “Cold War” (1950-1990) against communist
states and expanded the roles and scope of government overwhelmingly under the blueprint of welfare
state. After the end of Cold War, fierce competition among the states, together with the rapidly growing
process of globalization and communication revolution, the conventional nation-state and its congruent
democratic regime have been revealing their fragility and paradoxical images. Hence, democratic malaise and

quests for alternatives come into being worldwide.
